Starter Website - Option 1 
If you don't have a website, and want to get one up as soon as possible, with the least work possible, a WordPress site might be a great solution. This option has no yearly domain name or monthly hosting fees. Development cost @ $250 (regularly $500). You provide text and photos.
Starter Website - Option 2
If you don't have a website but would like more control than Option 1, you can create a WordPress site with your own domain name (www.yourname.com) on your own hosting space. This offers you more branding for your business name and more options for making changes to your site. Development cost @ $250 (regularly $500). Domain and hosting cost @ $70 annually. You provide text and photos.
Starter Website - Option 3 


If you don't have a website and want a more unique website than Options 1 or 2 offer, you may select from one of three advanced templates developed with Dreamweaver. These templates offer you more design control than the WordPress templates but are also more expensive to maintain over time. An example of a website developed with one of these templates is shown here. Development cost @ $250 (regularly $500). Domain and hosting cost at $70 annually. You provide text and photos.
Existing Website - Update/Upgrade
If you have a website that needs updating or upgrading, this service can also be provided. The service may also include search engine optimization as well as any ongoing maintenance. Development cost @ $25/hour (regularly $50/hour). You provide text and photos.
Resource Team
The Minnesota Wood Campaign is a member of the National Network of Forest Practitioners. NNFP has a resource team that will work with MWC members to develop/update/upgrade their websites. However, if you are interested in taking advantage of this special offer, you must contact the Minnesota Wood Campaign before June 4 and be a member of the MWC.
